From summit take Long Trail north.  Swing left and enter woods.  Trail 

will exit woods and follow ski trail down.  Point 1 is where ski trail 

used to re-enter woods on the north.  (Ski trail goes east, downhill, 

Long Trail went into woods here before relocation.)  Altitude ~3740ô.

100 steps south on Long Trail after it leaves ski trail and enters woods.  

This is about 125 steps N of where the trail again meets the ski trail near 

the top and ski lift.  Few feet of flat trail with dirt ï no large rocks.  Off 

to west is view due to dead and low trees.  When facing view, behind is 

a faint mossy gully.   

Altitude ~3890ô.

Point 3 is ~170 steps S on Long Trail from summit lookout.  

This is down from and S of the steepish drop coming off of 

Lincoln and is about 120 steps N of Little Abe summit sign.  

After descent in a saddle just prior to first climb toward Little 

Abe.  Flat rocks line west side of trail.  Altitude ~3900ô.

This spot is about 225 steps S of Little Abe summit sign. From Little 

Abe sign the trail descends gradually then levels for a few feet.  There is 

a large dead birch on the west side of trail and a view to west through 

dead trees.  Go a few feet past the large birch, before trail descends 

again. Altitude ~3860ô.

This spot is 325 steps from 4.  It is S of the saddle from Little Abe.  Trail 

has been level and is just starting to go down again.  On E side is a 2ò-

diameter, curved birch tree and on W side just S of birch tree is a broken 

fir stump.  Both of these are just S of place in trial where one walks on a 

large rock which is buried mostly flush with the trail.  This is about 548 

steps S of Little Abe summit sign. Altitude ~3820.

As indicated on the map, station 5 is found by taking the Slat/Slab Trail from the Mount 

Ascutney roadôs top parking area.  This trail leads to the summit.  Continue past the trail 

leading to the hang glider launch site on your left.  Very shortly you will pass under the power 

line that leads to the top.  Station 5 is under the power line.

From station 5, travel straight uphill toward the summit, traveling under the power line (watch 

your head).  325 steps is located just below the WNNE building which has a large fan that runs 

much of the time. Very noisy. Continue to the left of the building to the summit.  This is 

station 4.

Head down the mountain toward the north and pass the observation platform on your left. 

Continue down the trail until you come to the intersection of the Slat/Slab trail on the right and 

the Windsor/Brownsville trail on the left.  This intersection is station 3.

Head north from station 3 on the Windsor/Brownsville trail.  Upon reaching the ñOld Stone 

Hutò site, continue on through and down the Windsor/Brownsville trail across the board walks 

until you come to the first place that opens out with large rock on the right with a good view.  

This open area is station 2.

From station 2 continue down the trail until you reach the intersection of Brownsville/Windsor 

trail.  Take the Brownsville trail, which winds right and left until you reach a point where the 

trail obviously descends more steeply across rocky trail.  This is station 1 and is slightly more 

than 325 steps from 2.

Trail Junction of Adams Apple and Hell Brook Trails

North along Hell Brook Trail, the path descends, then levels off for about a 60 foot length.  

Water collects at the south end of that level area.  Flag#2 is at the noth end of this level area.  

A 2-foot high boulder with blue blaze sits immediately on the west side of the trail at this 

point.  View ahead is 40º NW; back view is of the Chin.

Proceed north on Hell Brook and turn west onto trail towards Lake of the Clouds.  From the 

height of land along the trail east of Lake of the Clouds, proceed 50 paces to flag #3. (From 

the height of land, descend 25 paces, cross 3 boardwalks, continue 8 paces to where trail turns 

from 0º N to 60º NE, continue 6 paces to the top of a large rock ledge in the trail).  The only 

view is west through a snag.

Proceed north along the trail toward Bear Head.  The trail is no longer maintained and while it 

is still relatively easy to follow travel is difficult.  Flag#4 is on the west side of the ridge, with 

a view N and NW.  Trail descends north of the flag.  This spot has a chunk of Quartz

Proceed north along the trail toward Bear Head.  Approaching flag#5, cross a boardwalk, step 

down 3 feet, proceed 12 paces to another boardwalk, proceed 15 paces. Flag#5 is atop a 6 foot 

exposed rock ledge in the trail on the east side of the ridge.  View is of Stowe Mountain Resort 

parking lot to SE.  1- foot to west is an irregular-shaped quartz rock

Survey Route:  Big Jay  Described in: 2000, updated 2005, 2006, 2007 

 
The trail to Big Jay can be difficult to find. Upon entering LT North from Jay Peak Ski Trail, go about 40m 

(and o past the Out of Boundsò skiing sign); the Big Jay trail is distinctly on your left after a little skid 

down an exposed rock. It is on the left and there is a small tree across the mouth of it. 44.92415°N x

Although some blow downs block the way during the first few minutes, the trail becomes 

quite distinct and clear after that and not hard to follow (except that it is quite boggy). Point 

1 is about 10 minutes in at a dry swale between two high points, and just after some slightly 

blocked views to the north. It was remarkably dry for a low point and was fairly wide. The 

most distinct of the points. The point is in an open, flat area on a ridge. Small fir leaning into 

trail on the left. Paper birch in front of point on the right side of trail about 2m high.

300 m further along path; after a good view to the north. Eight minutes up the trail. 

Somewhat insignificant spot, except for the distinct views just prior. High banks near this 

part of the trail, with an old spiky log laying flat on the right-hand bank. The point is in an 

open area with views to N. Log on the right of trail with tip pointing to it and running S-N. 

Small rock right in the middle of trail.

300m further along the path; just before a very large dead pine snag. Going up from saddle 

through muddy trail, point is before a big snag ~5m tall with 2 parallel branches almost at 

the top that hang into the trail. The top of the snag is laying down on the left of the trail.

New point 4 as of 2003 / formerly point 5.  325m further along path; first steep pitch out of 

saddle with view back to Jay. Just past the blow down ñsqueeze.ò At the squeeze, it looks 

like the trail is going off to the left, but you have to go through the squeeze to find the right 

trail. Shortly after that is point 4.

325 steps beyond point 4. Just past small opening with a chopped off stump that has a rusty 

patch on top in a small clearing with snags & blow downs and a decent view to the north. It 

is just before a steep pitch approaching the summit. The point is on the trail where trees were 

cut down. Very small tip-up in the middle of the trail pointing SW. Snag on the right of trail 

(~4m high).

Start at Bloodroot Gap, elevation 3130ô, at intersection of 

Long Trail and 73W (snowmobile trail).  Access from 

Upper Michigan Road, Pittsfield.  Drive 5 miles up rough 

road, bear right onto 73W and continue 0.5 mi to gate, 

clearing and fire ring.  From here, point 1 is about 2 

miles. Point is 3.2 mi. S of Sunrise Shelter and 3.2 miles 

N of Mount Carmel.

Slopes to west 3 large vertical decayed tree trunks to west.  Across from southernmost (3
rd
) 

decaying birch on W side of trail.  On trail, to south, step down 

with nice, blocky rocks. Pedometer shows 3739 steps, 1.77 mi, 

39 minutes walking N and out.  Approaching from N there is a 

long drainage ditch crossing trail about 166 steps from point 1.
